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EMERGENCY CONSERVATION RESERVE PROGRAM GRAZING (CRP)


Quay County is approved for emergency grazing through September 30, 2014.  To request 
emergency grazing, stop by the FSA office to file the paperwork.  If your grass has been grazed

during the last 3 years, NRCS will inspect the acres to determine if stubble height is sufficient to 


graze.  If grazing has not occurred during the last 3 years, no inspection is necessary.  

Keep in mind that if your CRP contract requires mid contract management practices such as 


grazing/mowing, you may use this emergency grazing period to fulfill the management 


practices. 


Note:  Under the new farm bill, there is not a payment reduction charge to emergency graze. 

LIVESTOCK FORAGE PROGRAM (LFP)

LFP provides compensation to eligible livestock owners that have suffered grazing losses for covered 
livestock on land that is native or improved pastureland with permanent vegetative cover or is planted 
specifically for grazing.

Information needed for sign-up is:

· Livestock inventory on the following dates-

October 1, 2011

· Dates and number of livestock sold due to drought in the above years.  Livestock cannot be counted as mitigated if sold as part of your normal operation, i.e.: cull cows, open cows, weanlings.

· Livestock to count includes adult males, adult females, and weanlings over 500# (yearlings/replacements).

· Documentation to support the above numbers will be required if you are chosen for a spot-check.  Please keep your documentation for 3 years following your application dates.

Deadline to sign up is January 31, 2015; but producers are encouraged to enroll before October 1, 2014. 

Please call the office to set an appointment as the enrollment can be lengthy.

The following exceptions apply to the above acreage reporting dates:

· 
If the crop has not been planted by the above acreage reporting date, then the acreage must be 
reported no later than 15 calendar days after planting is completed.

· 
If a producer acquires additional acreage after the above acreage reporting date, then the acreage 
must be reported no later than 30 calendars days after purchase or acquiring the lease. Appropriate 
documentation must be provided to the county office.

· 
If a perennial forage crop is reported with the intended use of “cover only,” “green manure,” “left 
standing,” or “seed,” then the acreage must be reported by July 15th.

Noninsured Crop Disaster Assistance Program (NAP) policy holders should note that the acreage 
reporting date for NAP covered crops is the earlier of the dates listed above or 15 calendar days 
before 
grazing or harvesting of the crop begins.

FARM/RANCH RECORDS

It is very important that you keep the county office informed of any changes in your land (sell/buy), 


direct deposit information, contact information (address, phone numbers).  Incorrect information 


can affect your payments.

HIGHLY ERODIBLE LAND and WETLAND COMPLIANCE

Landowners and operators are reminded that in order to receive payments from USDA, they must be 
compliant with Highly Erodible Land (HEL) and Wetland Conservation (WC) provisions.   Farmers 


with HEL determined soils must apply tillage, crop residue and rotation requirements as specified in 
their conservation plan.  Producers should notify FSA prior to breaking out land that has never been

tilled.  These areas will need to be reviewed to ensure any work will not jeopardize your eligibility 
for benefits.
FILING FOR NON-INSURED DISASTER ASSISTANCE PROGRAM (NAP) LOSSES

The CCC-576, Notice of Loss, is used to report failed acreage and prevented planting and may be 
completed by any producer with an interest in the crop. Timely filing a Notice of Loss is required for all 
crops including grasses. For losses on crops covered by the Non-Insured Crop Disaster Assistance Program 
(NAP) and crop insurance, you must file a CCC-576, Notice of Loss, in the FSA County Office within 15 days 
of the occurrence of the disaster or when losses become apparent.
