                     MANAGER’S REPORT
Today the Conchas Lake elevation is at 4,180.7 feet. Last year at this time the elevation of Conchas Lake was 4,179.25 feet. Conchas Lake received 50,365 acre feet of inflow for the month of August and evaporation and other losses were 3,166 acre feet. 

 

AHCD diversions from Conchas Lake for August were 4,604 acre feet. Conchas Lake has received 82,633 acre feet year to date of inflow. Last year at this time Conchas Lake had received 24,320 acre feet. 

 

On August 25, the release gates were turned off at Conchas. The canals were in the flood control level as storm water was flowing out into the waste ways from the delivery system. The storm flood gates were opened into Dry Lake to fill for later use.

 

On August 30, the release gates were opened to 60 acre feet and on September 1st   the release from Conchas Lake was increased to 100 acre feet. On September 2nd the gate from Dry Lakes into the Conchas Lateral was opened.

 

The men in the water department were off September 1st thru the 4th.

 

On September 5th the irrigation water orders had increased and the release from Conchas was increased to 243 Acre feet. On September 6th the water orders on the Conchas side were filled and on September 7th, all of the Hudson water orders were filled.   

 

On August 8-10, Phillip Box and I attended the NWRA conference in Santa Fe.

 

With the recent rains, the men have started mowing and spraying throughout the district.

 

REVIEW CONCHAS LAKE ELEVATION
Manager McCasland stated that the elevation of Conchas Lake is 4180.7.  Director Mitchell made the motion that 2” of additional water be allocated at this time.  The motion was seconded by Director Lopez.  Motion carried 5-0.
