                     MANAGER’S REPORT
Today the Conchas Lake elevation is at 4,192.3 feet. Last year at this time the elevation of Conchas Lake was 4,176.2 feet. Conchas Lake received 2,830 acre feet of inflow for the month of May and evaporation and other losses were 6,873 acre feet. 

 

On May 17, I attended a New Mexico water conference at the UNM Campus. 2018 is expected to be the second worse drought in NM history.  

 

On June 6, Michelle Jaynes attended an Infrastructure Capital Improvement Plan (ICIP) Training Workshop in Clovis. The 2020-2024 ICIP submission deadline for special districts is July 16. 

 

On May 22, Dan Austin was at the district office for our exit conference before it is submitted to the NM State Auditor. UV Henson and AHCD staff was in attendance.   

 

We are experiencing large amounts of aquatic weeds and algae issues in the Hudson Canal. Our normal aquatic herbicide treatments are not controlling or killing the plants. We are using excavators to clean them out of our canal.
Manager McCasland informed the Board that the pick-ups of Forest Pivirotto and Robert Lopez have been placed in the salvage pile.
